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Municipalities generate property tax bills to all properties within their
boundaries including Residential, Commercial, Industrial and
Farmlands.

Trent Hills is a lower tier municipality which means it collects taxes for
the Municipal Services, County Services and School Boards. This
budget presentation is for the municipal portion only, however
estimates for the County portion and the Education portion are
Included for comparison purposes. The County Rates and Education
Rates are in draft as provided by their respective authorities. Final

leqislation to approve these rates should be forthcoming later in March
or early April 2011.

To calculate the tax rate the municipality calculates the total cost for all
services, less any offsetting revenues such as grants, user fees, money
borrowed or money transferred from reserves. This total is divided by
the total weighted assessment of the municipality.
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The 2011 budget is a 3.71% net tax increase which includes 1% for
Recreation Wellness Centre re -development.

A 1% tax increase is approximately $87,400. Some expenses that have
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Policing Costs $ 142,395 increase

Reduction in Ontario Municipal Partnership Fund (OMPF) -

Provincial unconditional Grant $ 59,200 decrease revenue

Fire Costs $ 60,030 increase

Library $ 74,665 increase

These four items alone cost an additional $336,290 in 2011 and this
represents a 3.8% increase.
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The Trent Hills capital program has been adjusted with many
of the projects proposed being funded (leveraged) by
funding from other levels of government. This includes:

- Gas Tax Funds being spent on an expanded resurfacing program.

- Victoria Street reconstruction being funded by the Ontario
Small Water works Assistance Program (OSWAP).

- Projects under the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund and Build
Canada are expected to be completed in spring 2011.

- Eastern Ontario Development Funding will be applied to the
reconstruction of the old Townhall (Post office)

- Campbellford/Seymour Community Foundation will be applied
to funding a Splash Pad.
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When staff began reviewing the budget and created a first draft it
Included a 13% levy increase. Management was able to reduce
that in a number of ways to create a document that had a more
realistic number for Council to begin their review. Some
examples of ways staff reduced the operating expenses are as
follows:
